The PEC
interviewed 12 of the 15 Board
of Supervisors (BOS)
candidates, 5 in Sutter County
and 7 in Yuba County.

John Floe
was also appointed for SCEA,
but was unable to participate.

YCEA. David Calonder,
Harold Rodriguez, Tim Bybee
and Thara Liebi represented the
Local #1  Yuba City
Miscellaneous Unit.

The PEC Committee 1is
empowered pursuant to the
PEC Agreement to make
endorsement decisions. The
PEC endorsement decisions
were forwarded to the Local #1
Board to co-endorse on
Tuesday, April 19, with
recommendations to approve a
$1,000 contribution to each
endorsed candidate.
